Negotiate: (reach an agreement or compromise by discussing with others)

Negotiation Rules: 

1.   Having the “Purple Talking Ball” = you can talk 
•  Not having the “Purple Talking Ball” =….? 
•  DO NOT BE A BALL HOG 

2.   All suggestions must be followed with a reason 
•  Bad example: We should be able to get make up work during 

advisement 
•  Good example: We should be able to get make up work during 

advisement BECAUSE  it is more convenient than after school 
3.  The Golden Rule 

•  Attack the idea, not the person
