Herbert Spencer

* Helped create Social Darwinism: (only the most “healthy” or “fit” societies

will survive)
¢ Coined the term ”survival of the fittest”

Auguste Comte

Contribution Among the first scholars to apply the
methods of the physical sciences to the study of
society; coined the word sociology and is consid-
ered the founder of the subject.

How did Herbert Spencer’s approach to social problems differ from the approaches of
other early sociologists?

Answer: Herbert Spencer believed social change and
unrest was a natural part of the evolutionary process as
society moved toward stability and perfection. He did
not advocate change to solve the problems.
